     


 Bereska Data

Hello everyone. I have some data that I would like to share with everyone that has ancestors that emigrated from the town of Bereska. First, I am referring to the Bereska that is about 15 Km south east of Lemko in the county of Podkarpackie in Poland. In the 1800, this area was under the control of Austria. That is why a lot of the emigration information indicates that your relatives came from Austria. Also, there was a period of time this area was part of Galicia. 

In the 1800’s, the churches were required to keep records of the births, marriages and deaths of all the people that attended their churches. These records were duplicated by law, and a copy was sent to the archives. Unfortunately, the Catholic Church in Bereska was burned in the 1900s and I believe all records were lost in the church. (Transfiguration of Our Lord).

Some records for this area are located in the archive in Przemysl, Poland. Via some help and research, I have located some records. Birth, death and Marriage records between 1785 and 1836 have been placed on microfiche and are available at 
http://www.skany.przemysl.ap.gov.pl/show.php?zesp=142&cd=0&ser=0&syg=6615
Many of the family names that appear in this string of post are in this data.
